DAILY LIFE: “Several days later Felix came with his wife Drusilla, who was a Jewess. He sent for 
Paul and listened to him as he spoke about faith in Christ Jesus. As Paul discoursed on 
righteousness, self-control, and the judgment to come, Felix was afraid and said, ‘That’s enough for 
now! You may leave. When I find it convenient, I will send for you.” 
 
Following Jesus can be frightening at times. It can mean being led places we don’t necessarily want to go, 
to people we don’t necessarily like, to say and do things we’re uncomfortable with. 
 
Faith isn’t always convenient, and that was Felix’s problem. Following Christ at that moment in his life would 
have been an intrusion. It would have meant change he didn’t want to make. It would be inconvenient.  
 
Jesus is the “way the truth and the life” and that Truth can be an “inconvenient Truth”. It will stretch us, 
shape us, mold us, bend us, and take us places we would have never gone if left on our own.  
 
Which path will we choose today? Will it be to seek a convenient, easy belief in God that leaves us “just as 
we are” at the end of the day? Or will we choose the inconvenient Truth that challenges us to get beyond 
ourselves to follow Jesus in a life of true discipleship?
