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Hazerfan’s music is an original, eclectic mix of progressive heavy rock with Turkish and eastern 
musical elements. Hazerfan infuses traditional rhythms and melodies, etching a modern and 
heavy edge into their original formations. 
  
The band was formed in 1998 in Turkey and moved to the USA in 
2003 and is still active today. Hazerfan has performed many concerts 
throughout the west coast including San Francisco, Berkeley, Los 
Angeles, Sunnyvale, Monterey, Petaluma, Vallejo, Penngrove, 
Livermore. In addition the band has performed in festivals such as 

Gilroy Garlic Festival, Turkish Monterey 
Festival and many bars and night clubs.
