It really depends on the child, the 

instrument, the parent & the 

teacher.  

The Child: There are 2 elements to 

look at. Is the child physically big or 

strong enough to wrap their hands 

around a guitar or reach the kick 

pedal on the drums? Does the child 

have the attention span and or the 

desire to sit through a 30 min les-

son? What about the discipline to 

practice for at least 15mins a night 

3-5 nights per week? 

The Instrument: The quality and 

variety of instruments of all shapes 

and sizes has certainly improved 

over the last 10 years or so. There 

are good quality half & three quarter 

size guitars available. I‟ve even 

seen decent smaller drum kits. 

The Parent: Is this a passing fad or 

has your child been pestering you 

for ages about getting drum les-

sons? Does your child live to play 

air guitar like Angus Young? The 

important thing is that it comes from 

the child. This is why the ROCK-

TOTS program is so great because 

you get to plant the seed and see 

what happens.  

The Teacher: Some teachers will 

tell you what you want to hear to 

take your money. Others refuse to 

teach young kids. The 2 most im-

portant things to look for in any 

teacher is 1. They know what they 

are talking about 2. Empathy. 

The best thing to do is to try and 

see. We will let you know if your 

child is ready or should wait a little 

longer. Its all about creating good 

associations with music when the 

students is young. The last thing 

we want to do is start a child early 

only to see them put down the 

instrument in frustration   

We had great fun putting together the 

Aussie Rock Show during Term 3. It 

was surprising how little knowledge of 

classic Australian music the students 

had. Although classic rock radio keeps 

music of yesterday alive it was great to 

see the students discovering this great 

music for the first time. 

I think the students appreciate how im-

portant it is for them to look to what has 

gone before them to create the music of 

the future. It is a sign of the maturity of 

the students we have at ROCKGOD.
