1. Purchaser shall provide the following at his/her sole expense:

a. Ground & Air  Transportation 
Purchaser shall provide all necessary ground transportation for the Artist, including all

 

personnel. This includes, but is not limited to, transportation between the airport and hotel, and

 

transportation between the hotel and the venue.  Artist or purchaser can secure Air travel by way of sponsor.

b. Private dressing rooms
Dressing rooms shall be clean, comfortable, well lit, and heated or air conditioned, and shall be 
within easy access to clean and preferably private lavatories well  supplied with soap, toilet tissue, 
Kleenex, and towels. 
There should be a separate (executive) dressing room for Mr. Hampton and Mr. Charles to share, as 
well as separate dressing rooms for: to be advised. 

There should be a large comfortable dressing room for the rest of the band 
members.

a. Hospitality  
Food and beverage sufficient for the Artist. 
A hot meal is required before the performance. 
Salmon is always the best choice, with rice, salad, and a desert. 
There are usually at least two (2) vegetarians and one (1) lactose intolerant musicians with us so 
please also consider an entrée for them. 
We also require several types of juices (orange, cranberry), coffee, tea, beer (if allowed), bottled 
water, seltzer water (or Perrier), diet soda, deli platters with meats (no pork), cheeses, fruits, vegetables, dip, 
bread, crackers, nuts, and condiments. 
Dinner should be served exactly two and a half hours before show time, preferably 
at the venue.

There will  be 22 musicians & 1 support personnel eating dinner – for a total of 23 people.
         
b. Complimentary Tickets 
10(ten) complimentary seats per show to Artist for their use, for all venues with a 500 capacity or 
less.  Venues with over 500 seats must provide the artist with 20(twenty) complimentary tickets per 
show. Seats must be in preferred locations. The Artist or their representative will  contact box office 
no later than afternoon of performance as to how many or if all complimentary seats 
will be used.

c. Stage
A safe and securely erected stage with sufficient space and dimensions for the Artist to perform 
comfortably and safely.

d. Risers
The Trumpet section and the Trombone section will perform on a riser with the dimensions 
of sixteen (16’) feet wide, by sixteen (16’) feet deep.
Either one (1’) foot high or two (2’) feet high. (Two (2’) feet high is preferred).
Standard riser sections are usually eight (8’) foot by four (4’) foot. In this case eight (8) sections are 
required for a full sixteen (16’) by sixteen (16’) foot riser.
ALL  OTHER MUSICIANS  ARE ON THE FLOOR.

The included stage plot/input li st diagrams this setup clearly.

e. Sound System 
A professional quality sound system, with a minimum of 32 channels, separate equalization on each 
channel, and an experienced engineer/operator.
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IMPOR TANT *
* See attached Stage plot/Input list  for microphones,
direct boxes, and the exact number of inputs.

f. Monitors 
A separate sound system for stage monitoring, and an experienced engineer/operator.   The monitor  
system shall have independent volume controls from the main system and up to 9 (nine) moveable  
floor monitor speakers. A minimum of 4 (four) separate monitor mixes is required. 
Six (6) separate mixes are preferred.

g. Piano 
A 9-foot or 7-foot Steinway or Yamaha concert grand piano. Piano must be tuned to A440 pitch on  
day of performance or immediately prior to Artist's arrival at the performance site, and as Artist  
requires before the engagement.

h. Lighting
An adequate professional stage lighting system with a standard assortment of bright coloured gels,  spotlights, and an experienced lighting operator.

4.  Artist reserves the sole and exclusive right to determine the content of the performance.
          

5.  Purchaser shall not permit and will prevent;
            
a. The recording, filming, taping, videotaping, photographing of the Artist's performance or any 
portion thereof, without the Artist's prior written consent.
        
b. The manufacture, distribution, and/or sale of any and all souvenir items associated with the Artist 
or Artist's performance, without Artist's approval.

6. All payments to the Artist of the balance due less the deposit must be made to the Artist in  
 CASH, or a Cashiers Check, prior to the perf ormance, unless otherwise stipulated on 

contract. 
In the event a cashiers check is agreed upon, it should be made out to: Slide Hampton or Alexander 

7.  Purchaser agrees not to, under any circumstances, deduct any moneys whatsoever from the 
agreed upon payments to Artist under this agreement, including any state or federal taxes or union 
dues of any kind.

8.  Any proposed additional terms and conditions which may be affixed to this contract and rider by 
the Purchaser do not become part of this contract until signed by the Artist. By sole act of signing, 
purchaser readily accepts all provisions of the Artist's contracts regardless of any additions or 
deletions that the Purchaser may try to make.

9.  The billing for this engagement must appear in all advertisements exactly as it does on contract 
cover.
