Repertoire/Performance Requirements: All music performed must be published.  All music must be performed by memory.  It is recommended that the High School Division competitors play a program with works of contrasting styles.
Division 1 (Undergrad): Round 1, 12 minutes: JUDGES will pick ONE piece from the program and competitors may play a second piece if time permits.  Judges hold the right to cut off competitors during performance if they go over time.  Should this occur, it would in no way be detrimental to the scoring. 

Semi-final Round: 6-8 performers will be chosen to perform at the Semi-Finals on Saturday, June 16.  Each competitor will have 15 minutes and must perform TWO pieces of contrasting style (if time permits, competitors may add a third work).  Judges hold the right to cut off competitors during performance if they go over time.  Should this occur, it would in no way be detrimental to the scoring.

Final Round: Four performers will be chosen to perform at the Finals Recital on Sunday, June 17 at 3:30pm in Dudley Recital Hall (Fine Arts Building).  Each performer will perform a total of 25 minutes.  Judges hold the right to cut off competitors during performance if they go over time.  This would in no way be detrimental to the scoring.

High School Division
Preliminary Round: 8 minute time limit. Competitors may play one or two selections totaling no more than eight minutes time.  Judges reserve the right to stop performances that exceed the time limit.  Should this occur, it would not affect scoring negatively. 
Semi-Final Round: 5-7 competitors will be chosen to perform at the Semi-Finals on Saturday, June 16. Each competitor will have 10 minutes and must perform TWO pieces of contrasting style (if time permits, competitors may add a third work). Judges reserve the right to stop performances that exceed the time limit.  Should this occur, it would not affect scoring negatively. 
Final Round:  Three performers will be chosen to perform at the Finals Recital on Sunday, June 17 at 2:30 p.m. in Dudley Recital Hall (Fine Arts Building).  Each performer will perform a total of 15 minutes.  Judges reserve the right to stop performances that exceed the time limit.  Should this occur, it would not affect scoring negatively. 
JUNIOR DIVISION Competitors must be enrolled in the festival from June 12-17 and need to fill out the festival application.:
Preliminary Round: 4 minute time limit. Competitors may play one or two selections totaling no more than four minutes time.  Judges reserve the right to stop performances that exceed the time limit.  Should this occur, it would not affect scoring negatively. 
Final Round: Four performers will be chosen to perform at the Finals Recital on Sunday, June 17 at 2:00 p.m. in Dudley Recital Hall (Fine Arts Building).  Each performer will perform a total of 6 minutes.  Judges reserve the right to stop performances that exceed the time limit.  Should this occur, it would not affect scoring negatively. 
All decisions made by the judges in both divisions are final.
