Motion Theory Launches New Rock Music in the North East
Durham, 12 June 2009:    Durham-based alternative-progressive rock band Motion Theory will be launching new songs this month in the North East prior to embarking on a UK tour this Autumn.

From the springboard of a successful demo EP (“Sunlight on the Sand”) and UK tour in 2008, Motion Theory have settled on a powerful, progressive, 'lounge metal' alternative rock style and are currently in the music studios at Durham University, recording their currently untitled debut album.

Promoters across the country, upon hearing online videos and samples of practice recordings have snapped up the band for performances, from London to Carlisle.  The new music will have its first outing in the North East at the Fishtank in Durham on 12th June, then three University venues (13th June - Jam by the Lake Festival, Van Mildert, Durham – headlined by the Holloways, 20th June - Cuth’s Day, St Cuthbert’s Society, Durham, 23rd June, Mildert Day, Durham), followed by a show at the Head of Steam in Newcastle on 25th June.

A sneak preview of the material was given in a guest set at the College of St Hild and St Bede on 7th May and was met with a very positive reception and comments of “fantastic”, “wonderful feedback”, “love the new material”  and “looking forward to seeing you again” echoed by both the organisers and audience.

Lead singer Dom Main comments “It’s taken us a while to develop our own style but we’re pretty excited because we think we now have the right sound – it is musically quite original but also seems to make a lot of people happy.  We can’t wait to take it on tour.”

Music student and lead guitarist Jamie Wesley adds “We’ve taken attributes of many of the genres we like to create this album – there are fast songs, slow tracks, intense, pop-like and bizarre sections, as well as some straight-down-the-line rock.  We think there’s something for every rock fan, but it is definitely all Motion Theory.” 

The members of Motion Theory are Dom Main (lead vocals/keyboards) Jamie Wesley (guitars), James Kerr (basses) and Will Soutter (drums).  They are all students at Durham University and award-winning musicians in their own right.  Motion Theory composes and arranges all their own material.
