Motion Theory Achieves Success in UK Songwriting Contest 2009
Manchester,  11 September 2009:    The four members of alternative-progressive rock band Motion Theory achieved semi-final positions for all three songs they entered into the Rock/Indie category of the UK Songwriting Contest 2009.
The title track of Motion Theory’s debut album “Featherhead” achieved a score of 7 and two tracks from their 2008 EP, “September” and “Sunlight on the Sand”, also achieved semi-final positions with scores of 7 and 6 respectively.

The competition organisers say “A score of 6 or 7 indicates that the song made the semi finals panels and is one of the stronger songs in the contest.  All these semi finalist songs are considered by the selection panels for the finals and a score of 7 indicates that the song was a borderline finalist and almost made it through to the finals.”

This year the competition had almost 6,000 entries and Rock/Indie was one of the most popular categories.  Many previous finalists and semi-finalists have achieved national recognition and been signed by publishers and record companies.  

Motion Theory is currently touring the UK to launch the album “Featherhead” and the music has been well-received in Manchester, Leeds, London, Macclesfield and Congleton so far.  Their sound has been compared to that of Nine Inch Nails and Incubus.

September performances include Manchester (Academy 3, 15th September), Cumbria (18/19/20th at Dickie Doodles, Kendal, the Fletcher Christian, Cockermouth and The Central, Egremont, respectively), Crewe (The Box, 25th September), Bristol (Joe Publics, 23rd September), and Liverpool (The Zanzibar Club, 26th September).

Motion Theory front man Dom Main says "It's great that all three songs we entered made it to the semi-finals.  We've had a good reaction from live audiences so far, and it’s encouraging to have this recognition from the music industry".
The members of Motion Theory, Dom Main (lead vocals/keyboards) Jamie Wesley (guitars), James Kerr (basses) and Will Soutter (drums), are each award-winning musicians in their own right.  They write and arrange all their own music.
