The band made it through the semi-final 30th September at the famous Cavern Club in Liverpool by getting a majority of the audience vote on the night.

The 1200-capacity O2 Academy will showcase a number of bands of all genres who have made it through local city semi-finals all over the North West.  The winners will go to play the national final at the O2 Academy in London.   From there the national winners play at the international Maldives Festival with a major headline act - last time it was lady Gaga.

The event’s organiser, Jar Music, sources bands for major record labels and touring companies.  Jar Music says of The Breakout Festival "This event is designed to give emerging talent the opportunities to reach a wider audience and generate the exposure that is needed to successfully develop their U.K. and international music profile."
Guitarist Jamie Wesley, says “Lots of our friends from south Cheshire came to support us at the semi-final at the Cavern Club.  Even so, we knew it was going to be difficult to get the audience vote as a non-Liverpool band.  Luckily there were a lot of regular gig-goers there who had not come to support a particular band, and most of them voted for us, which was great!”
Motion Theory formed at Durham University in 2008 and has toured the UK twice.  Their debut album ‘featherhead’ launched on 10 August 2009 and was awarded Unsigned Record of the Week by Manchester Music, followed by a string of positive reviews.  In March 2010 the Dutch Progressive Rock Page remarked "Motion Theory have far more ideas than any band their age and experience should, by right, possess.... The fact that they are able to convincingly put them into practice augurs well for the future.  It is hard to pigeonhole the music, but the talent is definitely there."
On the regional final, Wesley comments “The O2 Academy is a fantastic venue and our biggest show yet.  We really hope all our friends from Congleton will come along and support us – it is part audience-vote again, so we need all the support we can get.”
