James Briscoe, Warren Benn, Eunice McBeth, and Genie Brazell  were our Secret 

Speakers who came to share with us last December. Each of these speakers told 

of their personal experience, knowledge, and faith as each of them shared an 

extraordinary messages with our Single Focus group. Each of our speakers 

delivered a message that illustrated a depth of faith and intimacy with Jesus 

Christ that increases with a hunger and desire to know the him even better. Each 

message illustrated a unique connection and dependency on the Lord. And 

because of their faith, Jesus is able to show his awesome love to the world 

through them.  

James Briscoe was able to touch the very hearts of many individuals in our group 

as the Lord revealed, through James, his incredible understanding about their 

own personal trials.
