While the Rogues are flexible and accommodating we ask that you provide and consider these requests to the best of your ability.  We understand that sometimes not all of these things are possible for your event/venue and we will work with you.  Thank-you in advance for your consideration.
SOUND CHECK 
 The Rogues require a minimum 60-minute sound check that concludes no less than 30 minutes before the audience is admitted. If the sound check begins before 6pm, they will need a light dinner served in their dressing rooms. 
OPENING ACTS 
 Any openers must be approved in advance by the Rogues.  Once approved, the opener’s set will be limited to 40 minutes or less, after which the Rogues will come on stage in 10 minutes for their first set. 
 Openers must work around the Rogues’ stage setup so there is no additional setup required after the opener leaves the stage. 
ADDITIONAL CONSIDERATIONS  
 If this is an evening event, please ensure that the Rogues will be finished no later than 10:30 pm.  The Rogues often enjoy visiting the lobby after shows to speak to audience members.
 Presenter shall provide a table for CD and merchandise sales (generally in lobby).  The Rogues will provide their own sellers.  All CD and merchandise sales belong to the Rogues.
 If the performance is outdoors, please ensure that the stage has a roof or tent over it to protect the performers and equipment from sun and rain. 
DRESSING ROOMS 
 A minimum of 3 (5, if possible) private, clean dressing rooms secure from audience or staff, labeled with artists’ names.  If possible please provide dressing rooms with showers and 2 full-sized towels for each dressing room. Please provide a dining area near dressing rooms (or in dressing rooms, if large enough).  If not possible an external restaurant is adequate provided it is not far from the performance venue.  Please provide 4 bottles of water in each dressing room.  Finally, please provide one bottle of red wine (room temperature), twelve (12) micro brewed beers (chilled), and hot water for tea/coffee. 
ON STAGE 
 Please provide 6 towels and 12 bottles of water for use on stage. 

LODGING (If stipulated in contract) 
Five (5) non-smoking King or Queen sized rooms in a comfortable, quiet hotel near the venue.  Presenter shall pre-pay for room and provide artist with confirmation   numbers and contact, address, phone and fax numbers with the return of this rider.  
PROMOTIONAL MATERIALS
