Put The Heat On! - An Emergency Heat Effort For Elders & Single Mothers with Young Children 
Winter Program Emergency Heat Assistance to families with infants, toddlers and young children in need of emergency Winter heat and currently have no 
income or means to purchase it on their own.  100% of all Donations go toward direct purchases of Propane or Electric Heat for the home  through their 
local propane or power company.  Following a record-breaking storm, last year the Association assembled its own task force and launched this program.  
Through a national call for action, the Association achieved its goal and purchased and provided 100 homes with a total of over $15,000.00 in emergency 
heat  ($150.00 per household) for families on the Pine Ridge Reservation throughout the Winters of 2008-2009.
